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Mission Opportunities:

Summer Crafts for Kids at Neighbors Cafe

First Baptist Church will again offer a full summer of crafts and activities for children ages 4-16 at Neighbors Cafe. What a
wonderful opportunity to interact with the kids who come to us!

WHAT do the children do during their craft time?

* Kids ages 4-16, on a come and go basis, spend 10-15 minutes on something like making butterflies or decorating
cupcakes.

* Crafts and activities are planned and coordinated every day by core volunteers who need the assistance of 1-2 other
people. All materials are provided. Volunteers do not need special volunteer training,

WHEN will the crafts and activities be offered?
* Crafts and activities are offered every Monday through Friday, 11:30am - 12:45pm, early June through mid-August.

WHERE do the kids do their crafts and activities?
¢ Kids come to the craft table in the corner of the dining room after they eat.

HOW do volunteers help?

*  Volunteers’ welcome kids to the table, show them what to do, and help them gather their materials.

*  Volunteers help younger kids with the project.

¢ Volunteers encourage the children to build relationships in hopes that they will come back each week.

WHO can volunteer?
* Anyone who wants to help. Volunteers range in age from upper elementary-age kids to retirees.

WHY is it important to volunteer with the kids at Neighbors Cafe?

¢ The kids and their families need us. We create a stimulating environment that kids may not be getting in the summer.
Most families cannot offer the crafts and activities for the kids that we do. Overall, we are positive support for the kids
and their families.

*  We need to build relationships with our friends and neighbors at Neighbors Cafe.

*  Neighbors Cafe is a mission field in our backyard.

Our strength is a wide variety of visual crafts. We need volunteers to help in all areas, especially with activities requiring
music (like singing, playing in a rhythm band) and movement (like calisthenics, yoga). This summer, an exciting new activity

is that one of our teenagers will lead the group in learning ballet steps. All ideas and suggestions are welcomed.
