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� is four-week series, "Lead the Way," follows the life of Moses and his journey to leading 
the Israelites out of Egypt. � rough his story, we will learn how God teaches us how to 
lead and learn how to follow God's lead as God leads us to safety and to what we need. 

Week 1: God called Mose's to lead and rescue the Israelites. Exodus 2-3:15. Big Idea: God 
teaches us how to lead.

Week 2: God protected the Israelites during the Ten Plagues and the Passover. Exodus 
7:14-10:29, 12:1-14. Big Idea: We follow God's lead.

Week 3: God helped lead the Israelites out of Egypt and through the Red Sea. Exodus 13: 17-15:21. Big Idea: God leads us to safety. 

Week 4: God provided food and water for the Israelites in the wilderness. Exodus 15:22-25, 16:1-16. Big Idea: God will lead us to what 
we need. 

I love the story of Moses and identify with Moses not feeling con� dent in himself (Exodus 4:10). Moses perceived inadequacies didn't 
ma� er because God was with him (Exodus 4:11-12). Regardless of how Moses felt about himself, God used him to help others, and 
Moses learned to rely on God and to do things God's way.
As we follow Moses' footsteps, we discover that true leadership isn't just about commanding authority; it's about being willing to follow 
God's lead. Despite his initial reluctance, Moses recognized the power of surrendering to God's plan.
Moses learned to be con� dent in God, and he learned to do what God asked and put his complete trust in him even when it was 
uncomfortable. (Exodus 4:2-5)
